It was marvellous to 
see so many members of the club pitching in to help sell serve and support 
the whole event and there is more about this later in the programme, 
On the pitch we produced a thoroughly professional performance against a 
side we had only just squeezed past a few weeks ago. This time it was more 
comfortable with Monty only having to make one save of note and plenty of 
chances being created at the other end.  Cav kept up his record with his 3rd 
goal in 2 starts and 2 sub appearances, as well as two assists. Mase also 
scored his usual goal. The third goal was not so expected as Vice captain 
Shaun Findlay buried a rebound off the keeper. Remember he used to be a 
free scoring winger. It was good to see Papps back after suspension and some 
of our 17/18 year old stars also got another good run out. Our main injury 
concerns at the moment are Ryan Ferrar who is waiting to find the serious-
ness of a knee injury picked up at VCD Athletic and Devon Fender who is hop-
ing to shake off a hamstring strain. 
  
Although they haven’t quite got going this year compared to last season, 
Newhaven are always one of the top teams in the league and we know we are 
in for  a very tough match tonight.

Jack and Jimmy 
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Newhaven FC is one of the oldest clubs in Sussex, and was formed by the Towner 

family, who were brewers in the town during the latter 19th century, plus some of 

their enthusiastic friends. A meeting took place at the Bridge Hotel in December 

1887 when it decided to form the Club and 20 members signed up on the day.   

Newhaven are one of the founding members of the Sussex County Football League, 

joining in 1920, but it was not until 1948/49 that any silverware of note found its 

way to the Dockers’ trophy cabinet, when the club won the Sussex County FA Invita-

tion Cup.  

In 1950/51 Newhaven finished in fourth place and in 1953/54 won the League, 

ahead of Rye United and Cuckfield. Although finishing fifth the following season, 

success eluded Newhaven, and the club was relegated to Division Two in 1964/65. 

Newhaven made an immediate return as runners-up to Horsham YMCA, only to be 

relegated again two years later.   

Newhaven once again returned to the top division in 1971/72, and won the Division 

One championship in 1973/74, finishing two points ahead of Littlehampton Town. 

Just two years later though the club was relegated for a third time.   

After fifteen years in Division Two, the club was promoted to Division One as cham-

pions in 1990/91, and in 1992/3 finished sixth. The following year Newhaven won 

the Sussex RUR Cup, only to be relegated in 1994/95. Further relegation to Division 

Three followed in 1998/99 and the club narrowly escaped dropping down to the 

East Sussex League the season afterwards.   

In the 2004/05 season Newhaven made it to the Final of the Vernon Wentworth 

Cup – losing to cup specialists Rustington.   

Newhaven remained in Division Three until 2012, when they beat local rivals Salt-

dean United to the League Championship on ‘Goals Scored’. The Dockers also com-

pleted a league and cup double with victory over Saltdean in the Intermediate Cup 

Final.   
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The Dockers gained a top seven finish during the 2014/15 season, under new 

managers Sean Breach and Andy Cook, and picked up their first piece of senior 

silverware since 1994 when they beat Arundel 3-1 at Gorings Mead to win the 

inaugural Peter Bentley Challenge Cup.   

That cup win was to breed more success over the following two seasons as the 

club won back-to-back RUR Charity Cups. A 4-2 final victory against Chichester 

City in 2015-16 was followed by a 5-0 hammering of Crawley Down Gatwick a 

year later.

Jamie Wanstall and Dan Pearse also returned 

and Cavan Chedzey got his second start having already chalked up two goals and 

tw assists, pairing up with Tom Tolfrey.  

The home side started confidently with Jordan Mases shot from Chedzey’s pass 

blocked for a corner. The training ground routine ended with Wanstall’s header 

being deflected just past the post. Varndeanians first threat saw Monty Watson-

Price produce a diving block at the near post. The resulting corner being headed 

over. Tolfrey shot wide then Ezra Roeg straight at Watson Price. Then Damien 

Theodore went down under the tiniest of touches, if that, from Ricardo Fernandes 

and Roeg made no mistake from the spot. 

The visitors lead lasted just two minutes as Shaun Findlay skipped down the left 

and crossed for Chedzey to finish from close range. Next Chedzey found the side 

netting from an angle and then when put through by Tolfrey thundered a shot 

back off the bar before heading Findlay’s cross just over. But Roffey didn’t have 

to wait long for their second. Tolfrey burst down the right and crossed for Mase to 

finish via a ricochet off Nealgrove in the AFC goal. 

The Boars continued to create chances in the second half and when Mase and 

Tolfrey set up Dan Pearse for a shot Nealgrove could only block it into the path of 

Findlay to score a rare goal and make the game safe. Pearse then missed the far 

post by inches and Tolfrey missed the other post by the same amount. Watson-

Price held onto a header when a visiting striker escaped their marker but the 

chances were mainly at the other end. Despite still going forward and Shorey and 

Moyo nearly combining to provide a fourth, the Boars had to settle for the three 

goals as the final whistle went. The teams got a good reception from the large 

crowd and Groundhop UK were 

very complimentary about the way 

Roffey had staged the event with 

one saying it was in his’ top ten 

ever.’

Roffey journeyed to high flying VCD Athletic, who sit top of the Southern Counties East 

having won 10 and drawn the other two of their league games, still smarting from their 

defeat at Petersfield the previous Tuesday. Jack Munday and Jimmy Farrar welcomed back 

Jordan Mase and new signing Jack Poplett went straight into the starting line up. Devon 

Fender was only fit enough for the bench. Jamie Wanstall was unavailable, Tyrell Joseph, 

Ashley Mutongerwa injured and Daniel Pappoe serving the last of a three match ban. 

Right from the start the Boars showed a much better shape and discipline and although 

their hosts had a lot of the ball, Monty Watson Price was rarely troubled in the Boars goal. 

As Roffey got more and more confident on a fantastic playing surface, they started to 

move the ball and their opponents around to create chances. Dan Pearse had a goal bound 

shot blocked by a defenders body and Tom Tolfey’s shot was saved by the home keeper. A 

great move between Ricardo Fernandes, Tolfrey and Mase ended with the latter’s shot 

being cleared off the line. Another Mase effort narrowly missed after Ryan Ferrar’s run 

down the left. Half time came and the Boars could have perhaps done without it as they 

were by now on top. 

VCD made two substitutions on their right flank and Boars lost Ferrar to injury shortly 

after the break. It was the hosts who started the strongest and took the lead when sub 

Nathaniel Olawole got round the back and pulled the ball back for Ollie Freeman to drive 

the ball in off the post and bar. Shortly after this Watson Price had to push away his first 

dangerous shot.  Against such in form opponents Roffey could have crumbled but dug in 

and as the game moved into the last quarter of an hour began to push VCD back. Their 

keeper had to save shots from Tolfrey and Pearse but could only watch as Fernandes free 

kick came back off the post. Then with just 2 minutes left on the clock a great one touch 

move by Shaun Findlay, Mase and Fernandes carved through the home defence and Boar’s 

top scorer Mase chipped the ball over the onrushing keeper for a dramatic but deserved 

equaliser.

ge time saw both teams going for a winner but at the same time not risking losing the 

game at the death. Dan Pearse and Mase made no mistake with the Boars’ first penalties 

and Watson-Price all but saved the second VCD kick. But then the home keeper got down 

to save Fernandes’ kick and although sub Devon Fender found the top corner, The home 

team scored with their fifth kick to take them through.
